Project Learning Tree: Environmental Experiences for Early Childhood was developed for children 
ages 3-6. Spark young children’s curiosity about the world around them with exciting hands-on     
activities from the newly released activity guide developed for early childhood environmental      
education. Explore activities designed to engage young children in outdoor exploration and play, 
and discover new ways to integrate investigations of nature with art, literature, math, music and 
movement.  
 
School-aged children (ages 3 and 
older) will be engaged in a mini water festival while educators learn quality teaching materials for use in 
homeschooling curriculum.
